Greenly Planting Day 2022  
Greenly planting Day 2022 was the 6th public planting day event at Greenly Beach and the first 

time we have postponed due to weather which is pretty amazing really. But wet weather is good 

tree planting weather! 

A BIG thank you to all who turned out to help on June 19th when we cancelled but some still turned 

up despite the weather and the rescheduled event on July 3rd. To those who came on both days 

thank you for your support, and a massive thank you to everyone who came on the 3rd and helped 

get 900 plants in the ground in about 2½ hours, a big effort.  With no art projects or bbq to 

distract the tree planters there was some serious planting effort put in. All up ~ 1300 plants put in 

this year. 

Over this last year we have had a lot of support including 

• Funding from Lower Eyre Council to undertake rock work around the car park at the rock pools 

and a few other spots and erosion control works  

• assistance from Taiga Build to expand and rebuild parts of the nursery on the Lake Wangary 

School grounds. Thanks to Ross and the team for rebuilding and recovering the nursery with 

light shadecloth to allow more light in at no charge for service. 

• Lincoln Surf sales of the Love the West Coast T-shirts part proceeds of sales were donated to 

Coastcare to buy the material required for the nursery upgrade and to help with our planting 

days. 

•  being part of the Lake Wangary School Minya Custodians program and have the students 

assisting with projects along our coast and planting the seeds to grow most of our seedlings 

• parents from the Lake Wangary School Governing Council who planned to run the bbq for 

planting day and then rolling with postponement and cancellation changes. 

• funding from the Eyre Peninsula Landscape Board to upgrade the nursery irrigation system and 

install a new tank to provide rainwater to the nursery to maintain water quality. This will all be in 

place soon for the 2022-23 growing season.  

And now we a starting to plant some winter sown seedlings and planning another big year at 

Greenly with a new round of funding received from the Coast Protection Board and the EP 

Landscape Board.
